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is the Co-Founder of the STAND DOWN for Homeless Veterans and their Families -- a program that is now replicated in over 170 American cities annually.  For the past 24 years, Dr. Nachison has been the volunteer Director for the San Diego Stand Down, which serves a thousand homeless men, women and children annually. 

In 2007, he organized the first San Diego community SUMMIT to address the ongoing needs of returning Iraqi and Afghanistan (OIF/OEF) Veterans and their Families, which has continued as a monthly networking meeting for agencies and providers (Vet/Fam).

In 1991, Dr. Nachison was recruited by Project Concern International to serve as principal Psychologist in an emergency humanitarian effort in Romania to assess conditions in institutions for thousands of orphans and disabled children.  He led a team from San Diego State University to work with severely disabled children in the orphanage system and provide training for Romanian staff. 

For the past fourteen years, Dr. Nachison has been the Chief of Psychology for Bayview Psychiatric and Paradise Valley Hospitals.  He is a past president of the San Diego Psychological Association and a faculty member of the University of San Diego’s Clinical Mental Health Counseling Program.  He is a licensed, board-certified psychologist specializing in the treatment of psychological trauma and a US Army veteran.
Dr. Nachison has been recognized as the Distinguished Humanitarian of the Year by the California Psychological Association, presented with a National Leadership Award by the Secretary of Veterans Affairs, honored with a Presidential Citation by the "Point of Light" Foundation and selected as the Clinician of the Year by the San Diego County Mental Health Community. In July 2011, he received the Lifetime Achievement Award from the National Coalition for Homeless Veterans.
